Resources: App 5, App 5 guide, ‘Memory cards’ printable, ‘Parts of the body dice’ printable, a collection of magazines and/or newspapers, A3 paper, safe scissors, MP3 of the App 5 song, and art materials such as paint, crayons, fabric pieces and coloured paper

Visual Arts
Provide students with a large collection of magazines and/or newspapers. Explain that they are going to create a face collage using pictures of eyes, ears, noses and mouths that they need to find and cut out. Encourage students to practise saying the names of the face parts using the target language. Students may like to sing along to the ‘Heads, arms, legs and feet’ song while working.
