Families card game
Learning intentions: We are learning how to say the names of family members in ___________________ (language).
Success criteria: I can say the name of some family members using _____________ (language). 
Resources: App 9, App 9 guide, Families PDF, A3 paper, art materials.
English
Organise a whole-class game of ‘Celebrity heads’. Students can take it in turns to sit, in twos or threes, facing the class. Place a picture of a family member from the Families PDF behind them, where they cannot see it. Working together, the students at the front ask various questions about the character’s appearance to work out who it is. They then use the target language for the character when they have identified who it is.

The Polyglots have different family structures. Ask the questions, ‘What is a family?’ and ‘What does it mean to be a family?’ With sensitivity and care, talk about the different types of families. Look at the importance of families in different cultures and discuss how some families live differently to others. Students may like to share some of their own family experiences with the class.
